AUSTRALIAN Immunisation Hanbook 9th Edition Update

There is still discussion continuing at high levels within Government as to when and how
both the electronic and hardcopy versions will be released. The second (revised) chapter
on HPV has closed for publication and will be going to the NHMRC for approval soon, so
that needs to happen before the 9th version can be seen as a whole. No confirmation yet
regarding release dates or the hardcopy or the e-version but hopefully that won't be to
long. Stay tuned!

NCIRS GUIDELINES regurgitation Rotavirus Vaccine

Last week this query was posted on the National Immunisation Professionals List serve.
Can you please confirm the recommendations for Immunisation Providers where an infant
has regurgitated or spat out the rotavirus vaccine after administration? Dr Kristine
McCartney from the NCI RSI tpGdso vii dteedr & shtiisn g
respective vaccine product information's (PIs) for the two oral rotavirus vaccines
have different statements regarding how to handle a regurgitated dose. The important
thing to be aware of is that no studies formally assessing re-dosing have been
perfor medo.

The Rotarix Pl says: "In clinical trials, spitting or regurgitation of the vaccine has rarely
been observed and, under such circumstances, a replacement dose was not given.
However, in the unlikely event that an infant spits out or regurgitates most of the vaccine
dose, a single replacement dose may be given at the same vaccination visit."

The RotaTeq PI says : "If for any reason an incomplete dose is administered (e.g., infant
spits or regurgitates the vaccine), a replacement dose is not recommended, since such
dosing was not studied in the clinical trials. The infant should continue to receive any
remaining doses in the recommended series."

The wording of the DRAFT 9th edition of the Australian Immunisation Handbook, as was
available at http://immunise.health.gov.au/internet/immunise/publishing.nsf/Content/h
andbook07 during public consultation was: "Re-administration of the vaccine is not
necessary following regurgitation, spitting out, or vomiting of a rotavirus vaccine. This is
because there are limited data available on the safety of administering higher than the
recommended dose of rotavirus vaccines. There are no studies of the efficacy of a
partially administered dose(s)." An interpretation of this statement, is that although
re-dosing is not necessary (say in the setting that occurs fairly commonly when there is a
"spit up" after the baby has finished their immunisation visit) one could infer that it does
provide some latitude for providers to judge that in the event that it is obvious that the
whole dose is immediately spat up in front of them, re-dosing could be considered. The
NCIRS fact sheet tries to put this position and take into account the differing approaches
in the PI. Again this is not based on formal studies, but something of a considered
judgement.
